Nowoczesna metodyka uznaje mowe za punkt wyjScia w nauce jezyka
obcego. Dlatego ¢wiczenia ustno-sluchowe zajmuja batdzo wazne micjsce
W procesie nauczania.

Celem niniejszej pracy jest wysuniecie pewnej koncepcji ¢wiczefi ustno-
-sluchowych oraz dostarczenie odpowiedniego materialu do ich realizacji.
Koncepcja ta zwigzle scharakteryzowana polega na:

1. wprowadzeniu krétkich dialogéw z elementami wymiennymi,
2. prébie wykorzystania elementéw psychologicznych dla latwiejszego
zapamigtania materialu.

Za stuszno$cia takiej koncepcji przemawiaja nastepujace wzgledy:

Ad 1.

a. Mozliwo$é ,,normalnej* (uprzednio zaplanowanej) rozmowy juz od
pierwszej lekcji. Oznacza to redukcj¢ lub nawet eliminacje wypowiedzi
sztucznych na korzy$¢ wypowiedzi naturalnych.

b. Uaktywnienie wszystkich uczgcych si¢ — przy stosowaniu podanej
techniki kazdy stuchacz grupy 25- lub nawet 30-osobowej méwi wielo-
krotnie w czasie jednej godziny lekcyjnej (45 minut).

c. Zapobieganie mozliwosci popelniania bledéw w zakresie rytmu, into-
nacji i struktury, a tym samym powstawaniu zlych nawykéw jezyko-
wych.

d. Mnogo$¢ wariantéw sytuacji Zyciowych zawartych w jednej sytuacji
gramatycznej umozliwia wielokrotne ¢wiczenie tego samego modelu
dialogu (bez wyczerpania jego mozliwoéci), az do automatycznego
przyswojenia struktury gramatyczne;.

Ad 2.

a. Realistyczne dialogi dzialaja na wyobraZni¢. Stuchacz potrafi zobaczyé
sicbie w sytuacji implikowanej przez dialog, ma szans¢ przeiycia



wlasnej wypowiedzi w stopniu zblizonym do analogicznych przezyé
w warunkach naturalnych. Dzigki temu potrafi méwic ,,od siebic*.

b. Istnicja pewne ogdlnoludzkie motywy wypowiedzi, takie jak potrzeba
wyrazenia zyczesl i pragnier, uzyskania informacji o réznych aspektach
sytuacji (np. trudno$é, latwo$é, mozliwoéé, niemozliwoéé, prawdopo-
dobiernistwo, czas, przestrzen, koszt, sposéb zachowania si¢ innych
os6b itd.), potrzeba zaspokojenia ciekawoéci itp. Wprowadzenie takich
autentycznych motywéw wypowiedzi juz od poczatku kursu, ze zwrd-
ceniem uwagi na motywy szczegolnie silne (np. pragnienie), umozliwia
latwiejsze zapamig¢tanie materialu przez danie sposobnoéci zaangazo-
wania sfery emocjonalnoej uczacego sig.

Zbiotek niniejszy pomysélany jest jako uzupelnienie podrecznika podstawo-
wego 1 zawicta wystopniowany material do ¢wiczedh w zakresie uzycia naj-
wazniejszych czaséw jezyka angielskiego. Cwiczenia moga byé¢ wykorzy-
stane po kolei lub wedlug uznania nauczyciela. Zbiorek zaczyna si¢ od formy
,,would like*, ktéra potraktowana jest w tym miejscu jako zwrot (a nie frag-
ment wigkszej calo$ci gramatycznej — trybu warunkowego), umozliwiajacy
wyrazenie zyczen i pragniel w sposéb prosty i grzeczny. Forma ta stuzy jako
punkt wyjécia dla wprowadzenia dalszych form i dlatego powinna by¢é przy-
swojona na samym poczatku kursu. Nie jest to forma trudna do wyméwienia
i posiada swoj adekwatny odpowiednik znaczeniowy w jezyku polskim:
chcialbym, chcialby$ itd.

Tlumaczenia wzoréw dialogéw na koricu ksigzki pomyélane s3 jako
ewentualna pomoc w dokladnym zrozumieniu znaczenia poszczegdlnych
elementéw gramatycznych oryginaléw, a nie jako przyklady dobrej pol-
szczyzny.

Slownictwo zostalo celowo ograniczone i tak dobrane, zeby sprawiaé
jak najmniej klopotu uczacemu si¢ (uzycie stéw migdzynarodowych oraz
emocjonalnie barwnych). Intencja autora bylo usunigcie wigkszych trudno$ci
w zakresie leksyki, aby mdéc tym lepiej skoncentrowaé uwage na elementach
fonetyki i struktury. Dobér stownictwa uwzglednia przydatnosé¢ w Zyciu
codziennym oraz zbieznoéé ze slownictwem podrecznikéw podstawowych
uzywanych w szkolach i na kutsach masowego nauczania. Slowa i wytra-
zenia nie zawarte w niniejszym zbiorku moga takze byé utrwalane przez wsta-
wianie ich w odpowiednie miejsca schematéw dialogowych. Cwiczenia tego



rodzaju moga sluzyé jako dodatkowe powigzanie materialéw tu zawartych

z podrecznikiem podstawowym.

Zbiorek przeznaczony jest dla stuchaczy poczatkujacych i §rednio zaawan-
sowanych oraz tych zaawansowanych, ktérzy nie potrafia méwié plynnie,
poniewaz nie znaja czynnie podstaw jezyka. Moze on byé¢ uzywany zaréwno
w wyzszych klasach szkoly $redniej, jak i na lektoratach i kursach masowego
nauczania. Przy zastosowaniu éwiczenl tego typu (przy dobrej organizacji)
kazdy uczestnik grupy 25-osobowej méwi 3—4 razy indywidualnie i okolo
15—20 razy chéralnie w ciagu 20 minut. Dane te zostaly wielokrotnie spraw-
dzone praktycznie. Cwiczenia przebiegaly nastepujaco:

1. Zrozumienie przez stuchaczy dialogu i elementéw wymiennych przezna-
czonych do przeéwiczenia w czasie danej lekcji (bez lub przy uzyciu jezyka
polskiego — decyduje ekonomia czasu).

2. Wielokrotne glo$ne powtarzanie przez nauczyciela poszczegdlaych wypo- -
wiedzi, a nast¢pnie calego dialogu.

3. Wielokrotne chéralne (w wypadku trudno$ci — indywidualne) powtarza-
nie za nauczycielem wszystkich wybranych wariantéw.

4. Uczacy si¢ rozmawiaja mi¢dzy sobz (systemem ,ladicuszkowym* z naj-
blizszym sasiadem), uzywajac tylko elementéw przeéwiczonych chéralnie.
Nauczyciel czuwa nad poprawnoscia wypowiedzi. W wypadku trudnosci
— ponowne powtarzanie indywidualne i chéralne.

5. Kazds nastepna jednostke dydaktyczng nalezy zaczaé od powtétrzenia
poprzednie;j.
