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Intreduction to the new expanded edition

Following the very favoutable response th the fisst edition of this gride reccived from users — borh studencs
20 teachess - 1 decided to expand it to make it suitable for Advanced Subsidiary (AS) level as well Since the
dvice and teaching provided in the guide can be regarded as universal as far as writing sills are concerncd,
only the depth and complesity of the witing pieces required adjustment to diffesentiate between the
standards demanded of GCSE and AS students. Thus, more grammar topics have been added to the
rpaned eiion, 15 el a5 writing planning relevant to AS writing tasks, and AS seadyeriten pieces. These
o Htions should also make the guide better value for money, since srudents who know they want fo advance
from GCSE to AS level can retain the guide and thas extend its life from two to three years.

The writing test: description, marks

The GCSI: Atabic writing test represests one third of the examination (less if the oral examination is also
aken). Most students find this test far morc difficult than the reading snd Ustening tests, and hence more
ks ate lost in this test, This is why this guide has been prcpated.

The writing test consists of fous wsks: the frst 3 list, form or questionnaise;the second a posteard or message
of around 30 words; the third continuous writing of around 70 words; and the fourth extended writing of
rond 150 words. As you go up the tasks, the tequirepents become greater, hence the pieces of witing
fmore demaning 1nd mose matks aze allocated (5, 10, 20 and 20 marks for tasks 1,2, 3 snd & xespectively) A

bnief description of the requiremeats of each sk is given on the finst page of the chapter dealing with that
sk

Testing your witing skills in the AS examination takes place within he same paper. There is one question
ecqising » sritten pece of azound. 200 words, nopmally fn sesponse t© a stifmulus, such as an adversumint
concening a youth progratume. Obviously, the exsminees markiog your papet expect a bigher standard than
that produced for a GCSE witing paper. And although not tested jn a sepatatc papet as in GCSE, the AS
paper writing qutstion accounts for 40% of the total AS mark — hence rather more than the 30-33% of the
ol mark allocated for the GCSE writing paper. This reflects the fact that when your Asubic laaguage is
improving, you are expected to improve your ability to express yousself in wriang, and in a mote profound
mapner and not simply your ability to zespond to reading pieces of to wiite straight forward pieces.

Layout of the guide
This guide is divided into two parts: Part 1 for gramamas, ather sequirements and planning, and Part 2 for

preces weiten for the four GCSE writing tasks and the single AS writing task. English is used extensively to
ensuze understanding by students.

The grammar efement

In the GCSE, writing papet, gramma will be tested maialy in the longest task, extended writing, However, the
cotrect use of grammatical structures related to dme (past, present and future) has to be comrect in task 3 as
el Necdiess to say, the correct use.of Fndamental grammat, such as prepositions, is necessay.

s for the AS writing task, you are expected o show competence in more grammAT fopics, more complex
imuctutes, 4 wides sasige of vocabulazy and — and this calls for attention to what you read duting your cousse
e knowledge and appreciation of Atab culutc and society. I this expanded edition, the gramunas topics
ot included in the first edition but which are tested in the AS examination have been added. So as to avoid
confusion, these topics have been added afies the topics originally included in the first edition, and are
highlighted in the grammar contents page.

Chapter 1 contains the grmmar opics that ate needed at these levels. No one can dispute that Aubic
ramimat s difficult and that it s smuch hardet than English grammar. Since there is no lisk between Auabio
and English, in the way Tnglish gx%.(yy French or Spanish até inked, ome has to sympathise with the
“tadents stding Acabic in the UK Tt is mot an cagy task to present Arabic gramanar in 2 way that makes it
casy, and this Guide, being  guide for speific cxaminations and contining other dlements, cannot afford to
pravide teachig; of a1 the tequired grarmmas. It was decided that grammar ought fo be included, but only
biiefly, 20 25 to provide the teaches ar fator with some foundations on which their teaching of gramimas can
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be based. As 2 resul, grammar exexcises will have to be obtained from elsewhere or prepared specially, to
supplement the topic-bascd exercises here.

Structures and other elements

Chapter 2 contains advice on punctuation, style and handwriting. The style section contain « list of many
words which 1 call “consecting words”, since they are used to connect the difforent parts of seatences or
pasagraphs to make the writtea pieces flow and give chatacter to the writer. Many may find the use of these,
or some of them, o0 complex for GCSE level but, pethaps, less so for AS level. However, the Guide is
expected 1o be used by students of different abilites, many of whom will proceed to AS wud A2 level
Anyway, sufficient examples are given in this chapter, and, s indications of the use of these, in Chapter 7
GCSE paper Extended Witing snd Chapter 8 AS Continvous Wiiting,

The elements of planning

Duting the course and in the examination, good planning befose writing willahways be beneficial. In Chapter
3, types of planning methods are given, with special cmphasis on mind-maps. The author belicvcs thar this
method is more usefil than the others and, heace it is used extensively in chapters 7 and 8.

The written pieces in this book

For the GCSE. writing examination tasks, the Guide contains 129 pieces. They wete chosen according t the
steas of experience which form the content of Edexcel’s 2000 Arabic Syllabus and the new syllabus for the
examinations in summer 2003 and thereafter. Since ot all pics ate suitable fot the four tasks, the topics for
each task have been catefully chosen to cortespond to the examination tasks. Chapters 4, 5, 6 and 7 contain 4
collection of picces for tasks 1,2, 3 and 4 tespectively

For the AS writing task, thete are 16 pieces chosen from the various specification/syllabus topies. This is
considetably fearer thas the GCSE pieces, but there is one task only in the AS paper as opposed to four tasks
in the GCSE paper. In addition, “The Arabic Seasor?, our book specifically witten to meet the AS Hdexcel
specification, contains many writing questions, a5 well as writing questions with sugaested answers. (L.

* written pieces, with planning mind-maps) in the exam-styk tests

IE students think that other topics are missing, this serves as s oppostunity for them to practive writing and
add more picces to their reperioire. After all, wiiting in all areas and for all tasks must be practised
throughour the course, and this Guide should not be viewed as a book of ready-made pieces only. Before

embasking on studying the pieces, you should read the introduction on the first page of each of e relevant
chapters.

Index
At the back of the book, there is 2 quick-reference index to all the written picces
Use:of dictionarics
As from the examinations of summer 2003, dictionaries wil no longer be allowed. This is perhaps bette,
since if you decide to depend on your dictionary o find every word you need during the actual exsmination,
thea you ase going to spend most of your time Jooking up the words and you will never be able to complete
the tasks. In any language, vocabulary builds up over the years throagh continuous reading, something which
you should do. During the coutse, however, you should use yous dictionary as part of yous leaning pracess.
How to mse the Guide
These s mo one specific way in which fo use the Guide. You can go strsight to Part 2, but you may aiss
valuale advice and teaching contained ia Part 1. My recommendation is to o the following:

1- Browse quickly through the bonk; this should give you a fair idea about its overall contents.

2 Start again by looking into the grammar contents and see whether you nced to statt from the
beginning, of to use just some of the topics; what you are leacaing at school will play an
important sole in this and your teacher’s advice in this matter is esseutial,
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3 Study carefully the test of Past 1, i.e. Chapter 2 The Other Requirements and Chapter 3
Planning; scpatate that into lessons o sessions, implementing what you read in whatever
exetcises or homework you ate doing.

When you have finished Chapters 2 and 3, start studying the pieces in Part 2; this has to
include picces froin all chapters, but at least some from Chapters 4, 5 and 6 (if you do not feel
fully confident about tackling the extended writing tasks at the beginning); make sute that
you follow the advice given in the introduction to each of the Part 2 chapters.

The same would apply for AS students, especially if duting yous GCSE course you did not have the
opportusiity to acquire good writing skills ot t0 practise writing extensively. In this case, you could .
find it worthwhile to teview Chapters 6 and 7 before starting Chapter 8.

Practice, practice and more practicc!
Finally, nothing benefits more from practice than languages. You can leam to speak flueatly — but not witing
v speaking with native speakers all the time. Practising wiiting, along with continuous reading, which
provides more vocabulaty and expressions, is essential for lesming to write pieces that provide not only good
but also pleasing style and i

To the teacher - a teaching perspective

Since the examination concerns writing, in its different forms and lengths and different fields of expericnce,
preparing the studeat/ candidate should it to teach him of het ot only to produce writing that can convey
the ideas, but also writing which is as free as possible from prammatical, structural and handwriting errors
This level of language abilicy ¢alls ot & considesable amount of vocabulary and in its various meanings, as
well as 2 good command in grammar, so preparation in its successive stages has to proceed with varying
cmphasis on the three disciplines: teading, grammar and writing, Hence, reading ~ slong with vocabulary —
will perhaps have the major emphasis at the bginning, with some handwsiting training, and setious but not-
so-fast coverage of grammar, trying to use newly acquited vocabulary in grammar exetcises.

Afier the student has acquired  fair amount of vocabulary aad reasonable command of grammar, writing
long sentences, then paragraphs and short pieces can begin. Gradvally, the student starts to write longer and
more challenging pieces, all the time encouraged to find more ideas and details to fill longet pieces.
Improvement in structure will follow automatically from continued daily reading, Therefore, one cannot
overcmphasize the need for reading on daily basis, even for half an hour, or even fifteen minutes, but with
much more during weekends and holidays. Attention should be paid to the quality of reading and vocabulary
that is memorized, 5o it i also useful for practical dally fife, which i, after all, the main aim of teaching
Amabic {and other non-English inguages for that matter) to GCSE and AS levels in the United Kingdom.
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i chaprer mcludes the grammatical topics which may bé (aken into consideration by the examincrs
whent marking your examination papess, especially the extended writing and the continuous writing
questions, bascd on the 1998 syllsbus and the new syllabus for the examinations in sumemer 2003 a0d
thereaiter, Topics no. 39 onwards are part of Edexcel’s AS specification/ syllabus but were not included in
the GCSE-exclusive first edition of this guide; AS students shuald master these 4 part of their grammar
preparations.

Punctuation

Punctuation marks are characters used to separate written text into parts that are connected with different
degrees of association. Each one of these punctuation marks will, thus, separate the text in a certain way so

as to emphasize the aim or clarify the content. The end effect of all this is to make the text easier to read
and also mote stylish.

Punctuation marks
The main punctuation marks which you should use are:

Note how a colon can be used to separate the quotation from the introduction, and how the brackets
ensure that there is no confusion between the quotation and the rest of sentence.

Here, what is between brackets can be omitted without much affecting the sentence.

In addition, there is the semicolon 4b sas alols ( ¢ ), which is used between parts of speech to indicate a

link which 1s intermediate between that of a full stop and that of a comma. This may be used, although its
use 1s not expected at this level.

Importance

From the above examples, it is obvious that punctuation marks are important to create good structure in
your writing: your ideas will become clearer for the reader, less important clauses are cleatly separated from
the main body of the sentence, and quotations are separated to indicate precisely the quoted words and to

improve readability. Your expressions can be affected or improved by the use of some of these marks, such
as the exclamation mark.

Final checking

You should make it a habit to go back and read through what you have written to check your punctuation.

See if the punctuation marks are sufficient and correctly used, and if the whole of the written piece is quite
readable.

Notes

{1} The number of words in the suggested answers totals more than 150, This is for two reasons. The first
i s that the snswer includes a vaiety of verbs, nouns, and descriptive and connecting words so that
students may use these according fo theis abilities. The second s to enable some smdents to memorize
parts of the suggested answers, according to the capacity of their memory, ie. this may cover less than
what is written hete, but will be almost sufficient for the examination.

{2) Stadents may find dhat the best way to exercise wriing is to re-write the suggested answers, but with
changes intzoduced — for example, by changing some of the words, summarizing some pazagraphs and
expanding others, or changing the idea, but within the requirements of the task. Also, students should be
encouraged to search for other pieces weitten in the areas of experience according to Edexcel GCSIL
syllabuus — such as those found in the textbook “Sadeequkal Arsbi” (Your Arabic Friend) or in any other
suitable source — and to extract the topics which are appropiste for writing articles, letters of reports at
this leagth and to try to write on dhese topics, benefiting also from the suggested pieces in this chapter,
especially those which aze on similar topics.

(3 This chapter differs from the previous chapters in two aspects:

@) There is emphasis (shown in bold charactess) on words, pasagraphs, and the grammatical structures
which are often missed, such as the 77 of the feminine plural, or which expose errors such as the
mansoob forms. Also highlighted are details which ensure that the piece satisfies the requizements
of the question, as well as words which make the picce morc interesting and attractive, and
pnctustion matks, It is not possible to draw attention to all of these points, however, but some
examples should prove sufficient for teachess to follow.

(&} Mind-maps are used instead of written pieces, or in addition to them, cspecially in the tasks where
students might have difficulty writing about the subject in question. Most mind-maps are in Arabic
